We are extremely proud of all the students and their efforts. Telopea Park School was also awarded Most Successful Exhibitor in
the Junior Cookery category. Well done to all of the Food Design students who took part in this competition.

Year 7 and 8 introduction to Food Design classes have been working keenly throughout the term, creating a range of different
recipes including fruit salad, enchiladas and sushi. They have been developing their knowledge of the design cycle and the design
process to solve problems and assist them in designing a nutritional pizza. At the beginning of Term 2, Year 9-10 Food Design
classes will be going on an excursion to the Canberra Institute of Technology (CIT) Reid campus to experience an introduction to
the Hospitality industry and what further studies and career options could be considered in Food Design. The students will tour
the front and back of house facilities and experience a three course lunch prepared and served by the current students
developing their skills at CIT.

Dance

In the next couple of weeks Dance students will be learning the 2018 Big Dance routine, which they then have the opportunity to
perform on Sunday 29 April for International Dance Day at the National Portrait Gallery. We will be joining thousands of other
dancers around Australia in the largest dance celebration in the world. Created by acclaimed Indigenous choreographer Frances
Rings and New Zealand born Craig Bary, and with an original score by Huey Benjamin, the dance encourages people to be active
through dance. Big Dance is a free large-scale participatory celebration. This is open to everyone of all ages, all abilities and all
experiences.

In Term 2 dance students will participate in a workshop run by Suara Indonesia Dance, when they will learn about the diversity
of cultures found within the Indonesian archipelago as well as the historical and cultural significance of the dances. The session
consists of a performance of the various dances from around Indonesia, followed by an interactive workshop, where all students
are involved, learning and performing movements from the dances.

Textiles

This term Year 7 and 8 Textiles have been exploring the magic
that is Sashiko. Sashiko is a form of Japanese folk embroidery using
the basic running stitch to create a patterned background. The
geometric patterns include straight or curved lines of stitching
arranged in a repeating pattern. Students have used the design
process to create an original pattern. The students work will be
stitched together to create a decorative quilt that will be displayed in
the school.
